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Registering and providing access for voters is merely the first phase of this important Project.  Long-term goals include building on this statewide network of organizations, increasing civic education opportunities, and promoting civil discourse.

O’Connor House is a place where civil talk leads to civic action.  Its vision is to create an Arizona where important policy decisions affecting our future are made through a process of civil discussion, critical analysis of facts, and informed participation of all citizens. The Centennial Voter Engagement Project is an initiative of the O’Connor House vision that specifically addresses the “informed participation of all citizens.” Without a fully informed electorate and greater voter participation in all elections (primaries in particular), much-needed policy changes are not likely to occur.  Worse yet, our state will not be able to provide what Arizonans want and need to make our state competitive while offering economic and educational and opportunities for all residents.








Voter participation in Arizona ranks among the lowest in the nation.  The 2010 Center for the Future of Arizona’s report titled The Arizona We Want found that:


Arizonans are not as well informed as people in other states


Arizona voter turnout declined in the 2008 Presidential election


Arizonans feel a growing disconnect with the leaders they elect to represent them





The statistics are frightening.  31% of eligible voters in Arizona are not registered.  42% of eligible voters did not vote in the 2008 Presidential election.  78% of eligible voters typically do not vote in primaries.
